Q: What is planning?
Planning is a collaborative process that uses data,
analysis, and public input to guide how a community
orows and evolves over the next 20—-25 years.

Q: What can a plan do?

 Recommend land uses and zoning

e Guide where public and private investment should go
e Set strategies to build stronger neighlborhoods

Q: What can't a plan do?

e Force a specific project or business to happen

e Change tax rates

e Guarantee complete implementation of every
strategy

Q: What is zoning?
Zoning determines what can be built, where, and how.
It's the legal framework that guides development.

Q: What about the City of Laurel?

The City of Laurel has its own zoning and planning
jurisdiction so the City makes land use decisions
separate from the County Planning Department. Due
to proximity, the City will be a stakeholder in the minor
plan amendment process.
